Basically it's a wide spot in the road where travelers can buy
snacks and soft drinks or, in case of emergency, get towed. One
handpainted sign lists the population as four; another gives
the Nothing motto: THE STAUNCH CITIZENS OF NOTHING ARE FULL OF
FAITH, HOFE AND BELIEVE IN THE WORK ETHIC. THROUGH THE YEARS,
THESE DEDICATED PEOPLE HAD FAITH IN NOTHING, HOPED FOR NOTH-
ING, WORKED AT NOTHING, ALL FOR NOTHING

Near the store entrance, a sign atop 8 small basket warns
BEWARE OF THE COPFERHEADS. The basket contains several nonpoi
sonous pennies. Inside, the walls and ceilings are covered with
notes left by Playboy bunnies, Frank Zappa, foreign visitors, and
everyday passersby. "I stopped at Nothing and bought some-
thing,” one says. Another reads, “Nothing is really something.”

The original Nothing was a couple of miles down the road. It
was destroyed by fire in 1988, so Kenworthy moved his opera-
tion closer to the highway. This makes it easier for people to
find Nothing

Those interested in seeing what Nothing looks like will stum-
ble across it on Highway 93 about 40 miles north of Wickenburg
